Scholarship Number & Amount: The number of scholarships and the amount of each scholarship will be
determined by the PWB Scholarship Selection Committee.

The following guidelines apply:
e Scholarships are to be used within 12 months of the time they are awarded, for tuition, books, or
supply and equipment needs as requested.If not used, the scholarship should be returned to PWB.
e Scholarship checks are payable to the recipient. If recipient is under 18 at the time funds are presented,
checks will be made payble to Parent/Guardian.

o If applying for supply/equipment needs, please provide estimate from place of purchase.

It
is the applicant’s responsibility to ensure all portions of the application are received by the PWB Selection Committee
on or before the deadline.
